CHANGE IN THE DOG HOUSE    
The Saint John Sea Dogs made a somewhat unexpected announcement last night to say 
that Head Coach Travis Crickard and Assistant Coach Mark Lee had left the team. New 
Brunswick native Brian Casey was hired to become the Head Coach for the remainder of 
the season. The timing was strange with only a few games to go in the season before the 
playoffs. The wording also leaves some questions as it sounds like the coaches decided 
they wanted out rather than GM Trevor Georgie making the change on his own. Despite 
having a number of highly talented players go through the organization in the past several 
years, the team continues to struggle on the ice. They have been among the bottom four 
teams in the league in each of the last four seasons. 

PLAYOFF OPPONENT FLIP FLOP   
The last week has seen some back and forth at the top of the Eastern Conference after 
Moncton suffered surprising back-to-back losses to Charlottetown while Chicoutimi 
was stunned by Sherbrooke last night despite outshooting the Phoenix 43-16. When the 
dust settled we saw the Cats back on top of the conference with 86 points and the Sags 
right behind them with 85.
