HITMEN HEADLINES: The Calgary Hitmen (20-10-5-1) are back on home ice this afternoon for Nickelodeon Paw Patrol Day presented by KidStrong. Game
time against the Lethbridge Hurricanes (12-28-0-1) is 4:00 p.m. at Scotiabank Saddledome. The Hitmen will wear special Paw Patrol themed jerseys while
characters Chase and Skye from the TV series will be in attendance with special Paw Patrol Merch available in the CGY Team Store. It's also Sunday Funday
presented by Brookfield Residential. Fans can enjoy $6 food and drink deals all game long, $3 sips and snacks plus Face Painting and the Fun Zone on the
West Concourse. Back by popular demand is also the Post-Game Family Skate. The Hitmen are coming off last night’s 5-3 triumph over visiting Seattle. Julien
Maze scored twice for Calgary while Landon Amrhein notched a career best three assists. Kale Dach (1g, 1a) and Andrei Molgachev (1g, 1a) also tallied multi-
point games for the Hitmen while Eric Tu made 30 saves to pick up the victory. Lethbridge faces the same schedule having enjoyed Friday night off before last
night’s 7-4 loss in Medicine Hat. Easton Daneault (1g, 1a), Kade Duell (1g, 1a) and Andrew Petruk (2a) led the ‘Canes with two points each.

WHERE THEY STAND: Calgary is fourth in the Eastern Conference with 46 points, one point ahead of both Saskatoon and Brandon but with three games in
hand on both the Wheat Kings and Blades. Lethbridge is 10th in the conference, six points back of Regina for the eighth and final playoff spot.

VS. LETHBRIDGE: Today marks the sixth of eight regular season meetings between the two clubs and their first in over a month. The Hitmen are 3-1-1-0
against Lethbridge while the road team is also 3-1-1-0. Calgary is led by Kale Dach (2g, 5a) and the departed Brandon Gorzynski (3g, 4a) in the season series
with seven points each. Ethan Moore (2g, 3a) is next with five. All three of the ‘Canes top point producers have been traded in Logan Wormald (2g, 5a), Luke
Cozens (49, 2a) and Shane Smith (4a). Their next meeting is late this month when Calgary makes the trip to VisitLethbridge.com Arena on Friday, Jan. 30.

TRADE DEADLINE REWIND: Calgary made several transactions this week ahead of Thursday’s WHL Trade Deadline. The Hitmen added Ottawa Senators
third-round prospect Blake Vanek from Wenatchee. The 18-year-old rookie had 18 points (8g, 10a) in 37 games before the trade this season. In return Calgary
sent 17-year-old prospect Carter Ernst to the Wild along with a sixth-round pick in the 2029 WHL Prospects Draft. The Hitmen also made a swap with Everett,
acquiring 18-year-old import defenceman Jakub Seidl in return for a second-round pick in the 2026 CHL Import Draft. The product of Czechia is in his rookie
season and had eight points (1g, 7a) in 32 games with the ‘Tips along with a plus/minus rating of +11. One other transaction saw the Hitmen reassign forward
Hayden Schollar to the AJHL’s Drumheller Dragons. The 18-year-old rookie had tallied six points (2g, 4a) in 22 games.

RECENT RUN: Calgary has picked up points in 10 of their last 12 games, posting a record of 8-2-2-0.

RAMPING UP: Today is the second contest in a stretch of hockey that sees the Hitmen play 10 games in 21 days to close out their January schedule. Counting
today, there are four remaining games at home (LET, TC, REG, EDM) and five on the road (KEL, PEN, MH, RD, LET).

DID YOU KNOW? Ethan Moore’s third period goal last night against Seattle was his 119th career point, moving him into a tie with Jake Kryski for 48th place on
the club’s all-time scoring list. Moore is now one point behind Andrew Ladd (120) who sits 47th.

SPECIAL TEAMS NOTEBOOK: The Hitmen power play, which has scored at least once in seven of the last eight games, has climbed into fourth place in the
WHL at 29.6%...The Hitmen penalty kill ranks third at 82.3%.

STATISTICALLY SPEAKING: Kale Dach (22g, 25a) leads Calgary in scoring with 47 points which is tied for 16th overall in the WHL...Eric Tu has the WHL’s
fourth best goals against average at 2.54 while his .906 save percentage ranks sixth.

HOME AND AWAY COMPARISON: The Hitmen are 9-7-2- on home ice with their 18 games played at Scotiabank Saddledome tied with Red Deer and
Saskatoon for the fourth fewest of any team in the WHL. Lethbridge is 5-16-0-0 on the road where they have been outscored by a combined 105-58.

LAST GAME: 7-4 Loss at Medicine Hat Tigers: The Lethbridge Hurricanes dropped their third-straight
game on Saturday with a 7-4 defeat to the Medicine Hat Tigers at Co-op Place. Nathan Maloney, Tyden
Lafournaise, Easton Daneault and Kade Duell scored in the loss while Koen Cleaver made 40-saves.
Lethbridge was outshot 47-21 by Medicine Hat. The ‘Canes record slipped to 2-10-0-0 in their last 12 games
as they suffered their eighth-straight road loss.

VS. HITMEN: Tonight will be the sixth of eight head-to-head meetings between the Hurricanes and Hitmen.
So far this season, Lethbridge has posted a 2-3-0-0 record against Calgary while having gone 2-5-1-0 in
eight meetings during the 2024-2025 season. The Hurricanes defeated the Hitmen in seven games in the
second-round of the WHL Playoffs last spring. The ‘Canes have posted an all-time record of 92-102-12-5
with six ties against the Hitmen while going 41-53-8-2 with two ties all-time in Calgary.

Thru 41: The Hurricanes enter tonight with a 12-28-0-1 record (25 points) on the season after 41 games.
The ‘Canes are 7-11-0-1 at home and 5-16-0-0 on the road. In 2024-2025, Lethbridge had posted a
25-14-1-1 record after 41 games. The ‘Canes have posted a 1-3-0-0 record in the month of January.

Hey, Hegs: The ‘Canes announced on January 7 the acquisition of draft eligible defenceman Kyle Heger
along with a conditional fourth-round draft pick in 2028 from the Medicine Hat Tigers in exchange for 19-
year-old forward Luke Cozens and a conditional fourth-round draft pick in 2028. Heger, who is ranked as a
‘B’ prospect by NHL Central Scouting has collected 15 points (5g-10a) in 35 games this season while
Cozens had led the Hurricanes in scoring with 44 points (17g-27a) leading the team in goals and points.

All Hail Oli: Lethbridge announced the acquisition of 2007-born forward Oli Chenier from the Prince Albert
Raiders in exchange for a fourth-round draft pick in 2026 on January 5™. Chenier appeared in 148 regular
season games with the Raiders amassing 48 points (17g-31a) over three seasons. The Winnipeg, MB
product was originally a third-round draft pick by Prince Albert in 2022.

OT Kings: The ‘Canes enter tonight having posted a perfect 5-0 record this season in games decided in
overtime after a 4-3 win over the Swift Current Broncos on Friday. Lethbridge has posted a 99-88 record
with 96 ties all-time in overtime in their history. The five OT victories this season is tied for the WHL lead with
the Medicine Hat Tigers.

2025 Year in Review: Lethbridge concluded their 2025 portion of their 2025-2026 season on Tuesday
against Edmonton. In the calendar year of 2025, the Hurricanes have posted a record of 35-33-2-1 in 71
regular season games.

All-Time Record: The 2025-2026 season is the Hurricanes 39" season in Lethbridge after the Calgary
Wranglers relocated to the windy city for the start of the 1987-1988 season. Since arriving in Lethbridge, the
Hurricanes have posted a 1,235-1,222-87-61 record along with 96 ties in 2,701 regular season games.

Home Sweet Home: In 2024-2025, the ‘Canes posted a 25-7-2-0 record in 34 games at home. Dating back
to 2023-2024 season, the Hurricanes have posted a 42-23-6-1 record in their last 72 regular season games
on home ice. Last year marked the sixth time in team history the ‘Canes won 25-or-more games at home in
a single season with their best season coming in 1989-1990 going 32-2-2. Lethbridge is 7-12-0-1 this year.

Worm Dealt: On Sunday, December 7™, the Hurricanes announced the trade of captain Logan Wormald to
the Spokane Chiefs in exchange for a third-round draft pick in 2026 (WEN), a third-round draft pick in 2026
(SPO), a fourth-round draft pick in 2026 (LET) and a fourth-round draft pick in 2028 (SPO). Wormald
finished his career having recorded 243 points (99g-144a) in 266 career games finishing 17" all-time in
points, 16th all-time in goals, 13" all-time in assists and 12%" all-time in games played in ‘Canes history.

Book of Firsts: This season, a total of nine Hurricanes players have registered their first WHL goals
including Will Scott, Nathan Maloney, Kade Duell, Tyden Lafournaise, Easton Daneault, Kai Anderson,
Tomas Malinek, Grady Pichette and Jake Evans have struck for the first time. Three others: Enzo
DiDomenicantonio, Mykolas Skadauskas and Lukas Lima are still in search of their first WHL goals.

Big Trade: On November 9™, the Hurricanes acquired 2006-born forward Kayden Longley, prospect
Grayson Bauer along with five draft picks including a conditional first-round pick in 2026 from the Kelowna
Rockets in exchange for overage forward Shane Smith and the WHL rights to 2007-born import forward
Vojtech Cihar. He made his ‘Canes debut on November 12t in Penticton; since joining the Hurricanes,
Longley has collected 10 points (2g-8a) in 18 games.

Bergey Boy: On October 27, the Hurricanes acquired 2006-born forward Owen Berge from the Moose
Jaw Warriors in exchange for an eighth-round draft pick in 2028. The Edmonton, AB, product appeared in
139 regular season games with the Warriors amassing 33 points (15g-18a) and 55 penalty minutes. Since
joining the Hurricanes, Berge has totaled 19 points (8g-11a) in 26 games.

New Bench Boss: Matt Anholt was named the 16" head coach in Hurricanes history on June 25™. Anholt
has spent the past seven seasons as an assistant / associate coach with the ‘Canes. He has posted an all-
time record of 17-32-0-1 as the head coach of the Hurricanes.

Golden Oats: Leif Oaten helped Canada Red capture the Gold medal at the 2025 Under-17 World Hockey
Challenge. He finished the tournament appearing in five games posting a record of 3-0-1 with a 2.95 goals
against average and a .905 save percentage. Oaten was also named one of the tournament all-stars for
Canada Red making 38-saves in the Gold medal game against Canada White.

On The List: The NHL Central Scouting listed three Hurricanes on their Preliminary Players to Watch List as
both Koen Cleaver and Gavin Lesiuk earned a ‘W’ ranking as a potential sixth-or-seventh round draft pick in
the 2026 NHL Entry Draft. Kyle Heger was ranked as a ‘B’ skater indicating a potential second-or-third round
pick. Heger was the fourth highest ranked defenceman in the WHL.

Sweet-16’s: The Hurricanes enter the 2025-2026 season with four 16-year-old players including forwards
Tyden Lafournaise, Enzo DiDomenicantonio and Jake Evans along with goaltender Leif Oaten. Lafournaise,
Evans and Oaten were all selected in the 2024 WHL Prospects Draft while DiDomenicantonio was chosen in
the first-round of the 2024 US Priority Draft.

First Lithuanian: First year import forward Mykolas Skadauskas was selected in the third-round (174t
overall) in the 2025 CHL Import Draft. The product of Vilnius, Lithuania becomes the first Lithuanian-born
player in history to play in the Western Hockey League. Only two players from Lithuania have ever played in
the National Hockey League including Dainus Zubrus and Darias Kasparaitis.

VanCity Campin’: Defenceman Carsen Adair attended Vancouver Canucks Development Camp in July for
his first NHL camp experience. The Clavet, SK, product recorded nine points (2g-7a) along with 12 penalty
minutes in 66 regular season games in his rookie year last season while adding three points (2g-1a) and
four penalty minutes in 16 playoff games.

Lucky 13: 2009-born forward Enzo DiDomenicantonio enters his first year in the WHL and with the
Lethbridge Hurricanes. The Los Angeles, California, product who was selected 13 overall in the 2024 US
Priority Draft will wear jersey #13 becoming just the second Hurricane in team history to wear the number.
Ivan Vologzaninov was the other to dawn #13. Vologzaninov appeared in 136 regular season games
amassing 198 points (85g-113a) along with 40 penalty minutes with the ‘Canes from 1992 to 1994 — he is
the highest scoring import in Hurricanes history.

Good Kibble: On July 17, the Hurricanes announced the acquisition of 2007-born forward Hudson
Kibblewhite, along with a first-round draft pick (2029), a fourth-round (2026) and a conditional third-round
(2028) pick from the Saskatoon Blades in exchange for 2006-born defenceman Tristen Doyle and an eighth-
round pick (2026). Kibblewhite had totaled 22 points (13g-9a) in 90 career games while Doyle finished his
‘Canes career with 68 points (16g-52a) in 188 regular season games with Lethbridge.

Coaching Staff: Joining new head coach Matt Anholt, Lethbridge announced that Ryan Aasman will return
for his fifth season as an assistant coach. The Hurricanes also announced the additions of former WHL
player Torrin White as an assistant coach while adding Matt Weninger as the new goaltending coach as he
joins Lethbridge after spending the previous seven seasons with the Moose Jaw Warriors.

Major Junior Maloney: On May 9, Nathan Maloney signed a WHL Scholarship and Development
Agreement with the Hurricanes. The 2006-born defenceman had a standout season with the AJHL’s Calgary
Canucks in 2024-2025 amassing 40 points (13g-27a) in 44 regular season games before adding 16 points
(4g-12a) in the 2025 playoffs helping the Canucks with an AJHL Championship. Maloney was named the
AJHL’s Top Defenceman while also being named the Top Defenceman at the 2025 Centennial Cup.

CJHL Rookie: Easton Daneault was named the 2024-2025 AJHL and CJHL Rookie of the Year. The 2008-
born forward recorded 56 points (21g-35a) along with 60 penalty minutes in 54 regular season games with
the Drumbheller Dragons to finish first among AJHL rookie scoring. He collected one assist in six regular
season games with the Hurricanes last year before adding two assists in eight playoff games.

Back to Pro: In May, it was announced the Bill Peters would not return as head coach for the 2025-2026
season after accepting a professional coaching job in the Deutsche Eishockey Liga (DEL) with the
Augsburger Panther. The former NHL bench boss spent two seasons with the Hurricanes posting a record
of 75-49-12 while leading the ‘Canes to an Eastern Conference Championship appearance.

24-25 Review: The Hurricanes finished the 2024-2025 regular season with a record of 42-21-3-2 marking
the eighth time in team history Lethbridge reached the 40-win mark. It also marked the 11" time in team
history that the Hurricanes eclipsed the 80-point mark during a regular season. The ‘Canes ended the
season with a record of 25-7-2-0 on home ice while going 17-14-1-2 on the road.

Final Four: Last year, Lethbridge finished in the final four of the 2025 WHL Playoffs losing to the Medicine
Hat Tigers in the Eastern Conference Final. It marked the third time in the previous seven playoffs held by
the WHL that the ‘Canes went to the final four. The Hurricanes fell in the Conference Final in 2018 to the
Swift Current Broncos and in 2017 to the Regina Pats. The 2025 playoffs was just the seventh time in team
history that the ‘Canes went to the final four of the WHL post-season.

Cloud-9: The 2025 WHL Playoffs marked the ninth-straight season that the Hurricanes have qualified for
the post-season while it will be the eighth-straight playoff that Lethbridge will compete in after the 2020 post-
season was cancelled due to COVID. It extends the ‘Canes franchise record for consecutive years in the
playoffs. Their previous longest stretch was six-straight years from 1989 to 1994.

Top 10 Finish: During the 2024-2025 season, the Hurricanes finished in the top 10 of both sides of special
teams. Lethbridge ended the year with the seventh-best power play percentage finishing 25.2% on the man
advantage while their penalty kill ranked first with an 82.2% kill rate. It was the first time since 1996-1997
season that the ‘Canes finished atop the league in penalty kill percentage.
