GAME 12: TUESDAY, OCTOBER 21 VS. RED DEER

LAST GAME... Saskatoon scored three goals in the first and second periods and held on to edge the Warriors 8-5 last Saturday in
downtown Moose Jaw. Dominik Pavlik led the Warriors with two goals, Lynden Lakovic, Pavel McKenzie, and Gage Nagel had one
goal each, and Mathieu Lajoie and Connor Schmidt picked up two assists each. Moose Jaw was 1-for-5 on the power play and 1-
for-1 on the penalty kill. Kazden Mathies and Brayden Klimpke led the Blades with three points each.

2025 - 2026 vs. Red Deer... This is the second of four meetings this season between the Warriors and Rebels and the first this
year in Moose Jaw. The Warriors are 1-0 against the Rebels after picking up a 6-4 win in Alberta on October 10. The Warriors
were 1-for-5 on the power play and 4-for-4 on the penalty Kkill.

Lynden Lakovic leads the Warriors with two goals against the Rebels. Kash Andresen has a goal and two points, and Casey Brown,
Steven Steranka, and Riley Thorpe have one goal each. Matthew Hutchison is 1-0 with a 4.02gaa and an .886sv%.

Talon Brigley, Jaxon Fuder, and Matthew Gard lead the Rebels with one goal and two points each against the Warriors. Beckett
Hamilton has one goal. Peyton Shore is 0-1 with a 2.06gaa and an .857sv%, and Chase Wutzke has an 8.09gaa and a .733sv%.

Opposition Preview... The Red Deer Rebels enter the week with a record of 2-8. They are coming off a 3-2 loss to Spokane last
Saturday in Alberta. Talon Brigley leads the Rebels with four goals and nine points, Beckett Hamilton has five assists and seven
points, and Jaxon Fuder and Keith Mclnnis have one goal and six points each.

Carter to play for Canada... Warriors 16-year-old defenceman Colt Carter has been named to Canada Red for the 2025 U17 World
Challenge. In his first season in the WHL, Carter currently leads the Warriors in assists (6) and points (10). He is one of 19 players
from the WHL who will take part in the event. The Under-17 tournament is November 2-8 in Truro, Nova Scotia.

WHL Cup... Six (6) Warrior prospects have been named to their provincial teams for the 2025 WHL Cup (Under-16). Forwards
Kash Elke and Linden Abercrombie, and defenceman Jett Prpich will suit up for Saskatchewan. Goalie Dylan Mingo and
defenceman Miller Watkins will play for Team BC. Defenceman James Stanton will play for Manitoba. The 2025 WHL Cup is from
October 22 to 26 in Red Deer.

O’Leary approaching franchise records... Entering his fifth full season as Head Coach, Mark O’Leary has been the bench boss for
the Warriors for 359 games, posting a record of 171-157-19-12. He is second on the franchise list for games coached; he is one
back of Al Tuer for first (360). His 171 wins rank second all-time, 18 behind Tim Hunter for first (189).

The captain called by the Capitals... Warriors captain Lynden Lakovic was selected in the first round, 27t overall, by the
Washington Capitals at the 2025 NHL Entry Draft. Entering this season, Lakovic has 47 goals, 57 assists, and 104 points in 153
games. In 30 career playoff games, he has eight goals and 11 points, and was a member of the Warriors’ 2024 championship
team. He signed a three-year entry-level contract with the Capitals on July 5, 2025.

2025 Warriors Hall of Fame... Kyle Brodziak and Johnny Boychuk have been announced as this year's inductees to the Warriors
Hall of Fame. They will be inducted during a banquet on Friday, November 21, and then be honoured before the Warriors game
on Saturday, November 22.

Brodziak was selected by the Warriors in the first round, 14t overall, in the 1999 WHL Prospects Draft. He would go on to play
273 regular-season games for Moose Jaw from 2000-04, finishing with 81 goals, 104 assists, and 185 points.

Johnny Boychuk was selected by the Calgary Hitmen in the first round, 18t overall, in the 1999 WHL Prospects Draft. He played
177 regular-season games with the Hitmen before being acquired by the Warriors during the 2002—03 season. He went on to
play 89 games in Moose Jaw from 2002—-04 and had 18 goals, 37 assists, and 55 points. In total, he played 266 games in the WHL
and had 38 goals, 95 assists, and 133 points.

WUTZKE GOES WILD!

On September 22, 2025, it was announced that Rebels goalie Chase Wutzke has signed a three-year, entry-level contract with the Minnesota Wild. The
native of Debden, Saskatchewan was selected by Minnesota in the fifth round, 1429 overall, of the 2024 NHL Draft. Wutzke posted a 17-25-5 record with
a 3.38 goals-against average (GAA), a .895 save percentage (SV%) and one shutout in 50 games for the Rebels in 2024-25 season, ranking fifth in the
WHL with 1,371 saves. The 6-foot-2, 161-pound native of Debden, Saskatchewan, owns a 40-35-10 record with a 3.21 GAA, a .896 SV%, and two shutouts
in 93 career games across parts of four seasons.

FUDER BIG IN DALLAS

On September 23, 2025, it was announced that Rebels forward Jaxon Fuder has signed a three-year, entry-level contract with the Dallas Stars. The Cold
Lake, Alberta, native signed with the Stars after taking part in the team’s development camp earlier this summer and joining the team'’s training camp on
an amateur tryout agreement. After joining the Rebels in October 2024, Fuder totaled 26 points (11-15—26) in 46 regular-season games. His 91 penalty
minutes led all WHL rookies and ranked second on the team.

OH CAPTAIN, MY CAPTAIN

On October 2, forward Talon Brigley was named as the 29t captain in Rebels team history. The Sylvan Lake, AB native has played his entire career with
the Rebels since being drafted by the club in round two of the 2020 WHL Prospects Draft. Serving as alternate captains for 2025-26 are defencemen
Keith Mclnnis and Derek Thurston, and forwards Jaxon Fuder and Matthew Gard.

ONSIDE WITH HABSCHEID

On June 5, 2025, Marc Habscheid was named the tenth head coach in Rebels team history. Entering the 2025-26 season, his 19t as a head coach in the
Western Hockey League, Habscheid has 582 wins (6! most in league history) in 1166 regular season games (6%") for a .544 winning percentage. The
native of Swift Current, SK has coached 139 WHL playoff games with 75 wins (8t") and a .540 winning percentage. Habscheid has won two WHL
championships as a head coach — 2003 with the Kelowna Rockets and 2019 with the Prince Albert Raiders — and guided the host Rockets to a Memorial
Cup championship win in 2004. Habscheid won the Dunc McCallum Memorial Trophy as WHL Coach of the Year in 2002-03 and 2018-19 and was CHL
Coach of the Year in 2003. Habscheid served one season as an Assistant Coach with the Boston Bruins in 2006-07 and recently coached two seasons of
pro hockey in Austria. As a player, Habscheid suited up for 148 WHL games for Saskatoon and Kamloops between 1979-83, compiling 276 points. He
went on to play 345 NHL games with Edmonton, Minnesota, Detroit, and Calgary. Habscheid has the rare distinction of having both played and coached
for Canada at the World Junior Championship, World Men’s Championship, and Olympic Winter Games.

JARDINE JOINS STAFF

On July 24, 2025, the Rebels announced the hiring of Clayton Jardine as Assistant Coach. Jardine, who is 34, brings extensive coaching experience to
the Rebels that began with the Kindersley Klippers (SJHL) in 2015-16. After one year as an Assistant Coach, he moved on to New England College
(NCAA) before returning to the Klippers as Head Coach in 2018-19 and was named SJHL Coach of the Year. Jardine then served four seasons as Head
Coach of the Camrose Kodiaks (AJHL) before two more seasons with the Klippers as General Manager and Head Coach (2023-25). Jardine was also a
two-time Assistant Coach for Canada West at the World Junior A Hockey Challenge in 2019 and 2022. The Lacombe, Alberta native played for the Red
Deer U15 AAA Chiefs in 2005-06 before four seasons each with the Camrose Kodiaks (2007-11) and Merrimack College (NCAA, 2011-15).

GOLD MEDAL ‘T’

Rebels Athletic Therapist Terence Robertson was part of the staff for Team Canada’s gold medal winning squad at the 2025 IIHF World U18
Championship in Texas. He was also on the staff for Canada’s gold medal win at the 2024 Hlinka Gretzky Cup in Edmonton and will be again with Team
Canada for the 2026 World Junior Ice Hockey Championships in Minnesota.

ELLISON JOINS REBELS SCOUTING STAFF
Former Rebels forward Matt Ellison has joined the team as it's new B.C. scout, taking over for Al Cyr who is retiring. Ellison played one season with the
Rebels in 2002-03 and led the team with 96 points in 72 games. He played 43 NHL games with Chicago and Philadelphia as part of a 17-year pro career.

2025 WHL CUP

Six Rebels prospects have been chosen to represent their province at the 2025 WHL Cup later this month at the Marchant Crane Centrium. Each player
was selected by the club at the 2025 WHL Prospects Draft.
