Tonight marks the fifth of nine meetings 
this season between the Oil Kings and 
Hitmen.

The Hitmen have secured wins in each of 
the first four meetings between the two 
Clubs this season.

Adam Jecho leads all Oil Kings in scoring during the season 
series with three points (1G, 2A) in three games.

All-time, the Oil Kings and Hitmen have met 108 times in the 
regular season with the Oil Kings holding a record of 53-46-8-1.

Entering this week, the Hitmen occupy the final playoff spot in 
the Eastern Conference and are 6-1-3-0 in their last 10 games.

Calgary Hitmen defenceman Carter Yakemchuk is in 
is third season in the WHL after being drafted by the 
Hitmen in the third round of the 2020 WHL Prospects 
Draft.

This season, he leads all WHL defencemen in goals 
with 20 and is fourth in points with 47.

In 165 career games in the WHL, he has registered 
107 points (43G, 64A).

He is expected to be one of the first WHL players 
selected at the 2024 NHL Draft after being ranked 
sixth amongst North American skaters by NHL 
Central Scouting last month.
