The Edmonton Oil Kings certainly have a dynamic 
duo in goal this season as they head into the 
playoffs. 

Alex Worthington has been with the team all 
season, and has been excellent after a year away 
from the WHL. He’s joined by Ethan Simcoe who 
was signed in November and has helped solidify 
the goaltending for the Oil Kings.

Worthington has won 20 games, while Simcoe has 
won 12 of his 20 appearances for the Oil Kings. 
Each have also recorded shutouts for the team, 
Worthington’s came on Teddy Bear Toss against 
Red Deer, while Simcoe has earned as clean sheet 
three times, all of which have come on the road. 

Worthington, out of Waldheim, Sask., and Simcoe 
out of Lac Du Bonnet, Man. have combined to win 
33 games, earn a .906 save percentage, and a 2.88 
goals-against-average, forming one of the most 
formidable duos in the WHL. Each have had some 
starting performances with season high saves of 
44 saves for Worthington and 37 for Simcoe.

While the duo of Worthington and Simcoe have 
been stellar, prospect Parker Snell has also shined 
for the Oil Kings when he’s been needed this 
season, earning a shutout in his first career start 
on November 30, and stopping another 25 saves in 
relief on March 7. 

As the playoffs near, the Oil Kings certainly have 
a solid tandem between the pipes as they look to 
make a run in the 2025 WHL Playoffs.

The Edmonton Oil Kings will be donning 
a different set of threads tonight as 
they take on the Prince Albert Raiders. 
The jerseys are an ode to the Edmonton 
Flyers that existed as a Senior, and then 
Minor Professional team between 1940 
and 1963 out of the Edmonton Gardens, 
which is currently the site of the Edmonton Expo 
Centre.

The Flyers played in the Alberta Senior Hockey 
League, and then the Western Canada Senior 
Hockey League. The Flyers ultimately won the 
WCSHL and the Allan Cup in 1948 as Canadian 
Champions.

The Flyers then adapted to a minor professional 
team that played in the Pacific Coast Hockey 
League, which then rebranded to the Western 
Hockey League. The Flyers won the Lester Patrick 
Cup as league champions three times as a member 
of the league in 1953, 1955, and 1962. 

Through their 20-plus years of existence, the 
Flyers had some tremendous alumni that would 

go on to play in the NHL. Some of those include 
Hockey Hall of Famers Al Arbour (1952-1957), 
Johnny Bucyk (1953-1956), Glenn Hall (1952-
1955), and Bud Poile (1952-1955), among others.

The Oil Kings are also excited to be welcoming 
a former Flyer to Rogers Place for the game as 
Bruce MacGregor will be participating in the 
ceremonial faceoff prior to the game. MacGregor 
is an Edmonton product that played for the Flyers 
during the 1960-61 season and went on to play 
over 1,000 games in the NHL with the Detroit Red 
Wings and New York Rangers, along with more 
than 130 with the Edmonton Oilers in the WHA.

Raiders netminder Max Hildebrand has been a 
workhorse for Prince Albert this season in his 
20-year-old season in the WHL.

Heading into the weekend, Hildebrand leads the WHL 
in minutes played, shots faced, and saves. He’s also 
third in wins (29), and second in save percentage 
(.916). The Martensville, Sask. product is on pace to, 
or has already, set career bests in most categories 
this season.

Hildebrand has played in nearly 140 games in the 
WHL after originally being a 13th round selection, 
286th overall by Prince Albert in the 2019 WHL 
Prospects Draft. He’s committed to Bemidji State in 
NCAA Division I for next season.
