The Pats are 211-225-27-13-7 vs. the Blades, 
 all-time. 

Headlines:

Opponent:  The Saskatoon Blades finished the 2024-25 season with a 37-23-4-4 record, good for 82 points and sixth in the Eastern Con-
ference...the Blades would be swept in round one by the Calgary Hitmen, but have now finished with an above .500 season in eight straight 
seasons, and have reached the playoffs in five straight seasons in which they have been held. 

It’s the first of six meetings this season between the Pats and Blades...last season, Regina went 1-4-1 against Saskatoon, going 0-2-1 on the 
road and 1-2-0 at home...over the Pats last 18 regular season contests against the Blades, the Club is 5-11-1-1...including playoffs, the Pats 
and Blades have played each other 27 times since the beginning of the 2022-23 season.

The Regina Pats play three more times before the Christmas Break, with two of them coming on home ice...in December, the Pats will play 
four of their next six games on home ice before a busy month of January where they will play just five of 12 games at the Brandt Centre...all 
of their next six games in December will be against teams currently in playoff position.

The Pats power play has struck 17 times over their last 12 games, going 17-for-50 during that time (34.0%)...overall, the Pats man-advan-
tage is running at 26.4% (32-for-121), which ranks 7th in the WHL and third amongst Eastern Conference teams. 

The Pats are 2-1-1 over their last four home games, but just 0-6 on their last six road contests...the Pats are 5-2-1-1 over their last nine 
home games since October 18, outscoring opponents 37-to-27 over that stretch.

Points each from top pairing defencemen Reese Hamilton (3G-16A) and Ephram McNutt (4G-15A), which leads all Pats defenders and 
ranks top-20 in the WHL...meanwhile, rookie defenceman Jonas Kohn is fourth in the WHL in penalty minutes (31). 

Goals for forward Keets Fawcett in 24 games (18G-10A-28PTS) this season after scoring just 10 goals in 63 games last season...the Grim-
shaw, Alta. product has tallied 15 goals and eight assists over his last 18 games, and 18 points over his last 12 games (11G-7A).

Pats players have more than 10 goals so far this season through 28 games (Brown 18, Fawcett 18, Maze 12, Lansard 10)...last season, 
the Pats had just five players with 10+ goals, with their team leader being Caden Brown with 19 goals. 

Goals this season for 20-year-old forward Caden Brown is tied for fourth in the WHL...Brown is now two goals away from reaching the 20 
goal mark for the first time in his WHL career, while also passing his career-high of 19 goals set last season...Brown has 55 points (33G-
22A) in 67gms with Regina in career...he also has points in nine of last 11 games (9G-5A-14PTS).

•	 The Pats announced their 2025-26 leadership on September 18, naming 20-year-old defenceman Ephram McNutt the 83rd captain 
in franchise history...joining McNutt as alternate captains are defenceman Kolten Bridgeman and forwards Zach Moore and Caden 
Brown.

•	 On June 24, the Regina Pats Hockey Club announced several changes to its Hockey Operations department...Alan Millar accepted 
a new role as the General Manager of Canada’s National Junior Team, and Canada’s National Men’s Under-18 Team at both the 
Hlinka Gretzky Cup and IIHF U18 Men’s World Championship...with Millar’s departure, the Pats announced the promotion of Dale 
Derkatch to General Manager, making him the 21st GM in franchise history...in addition, Tristan Frei was promoted to Assistant 
General Manager, and Max Paddock was named Manager, Hockey Operations and Goaltending Coach.
