History vs. Medicine Hat 

The Pats are 129-133-12-3-3 vs. the Tigers, 
 all-time.

Headlines:

Opponent:  The Medicine Tigers finished second in the Eastern Conference with 108 points, going 50-10-5-3, winning the Central Division  
for a second straight year...this seasons total was the most points since 2006-2007 where the Tigers posted 107 points and 52 wins...its also 
their first 50+ win season since 2016-17 when they posted 51 wins.
 
The Medicine Hat Tigers defeated the Regina Pats 4-0 in the season series, and were outscored 26-to-7 with a recent 6-0 loss on March 10 
at Co-op Place...the Pats are 5-6-1 over their last 12 games versus the Tigers, and 1-9-0-1 in their last 11 in Medicine Hat...Regina’s last win 
at Co-op Place was on November 23, 2021 (W, 6-2).

The Regina Pats finished the regular season 14-12-3-1 over their last 30 games and 9-7-1-1 over their last 17 games...in the month of 
March, the Pats went 2-6-1-1 after an 8-4-1 record in February.

The Pats have reached the playoffs for the first time since 2023 where they fell in seven games to the Saskatoon Blades...the Pats and 
Tigers meet in the playoffs for the first time since the 2007 playoffs where Regina was swept by Medicine Hat in round two...this marks the 
seventh all-time playoff matchup between the Pats and Tigers with their first coming in 1980 (REG won in five games).

2025 first overall pick Maddox Schultz passed Connor Bedard for the most goals by a 15-year-old in franchise history with his 13th of the 
season on Mar. 15 at MJ...Bedard had 12 goals in 15 games during the 2020-21 season, Schultz had 15 goals in 34 games this season.

Pats By the Numbers:

Pats goaltender Taylor Tabashniuk finished his WHL season with a .945 SV% over his last three games, highlighted by a 52 save perfor-
mance on March 14 vs. Prince Albert...the rookie goaltender finished 5-9-0-1 with a 3.79 GAA & .886 SV% in 21 games.

Points (5G-3A) in the month of March for Regina Pats forward Zach Lansard (10 games)...Lansard finished the season third on the Pats 
with 56 points (24G-32A) in 68 games this season...he was the only Pats player to have played in every single game this season.

Points (13G-9A) for Maddox Schultz over his final 22 games, with points in 16 of his last 22 contests...overall, Schultz posted 29 points 
(15G-12A) in 34 games with the Pats this season...Schultz became the first 15-year-old to net a hat-trick in Pats history on 2-11-26 at SAS.

Pats defenceman Ephram McNutt reached 100 career points on Feb. 28 vs. SAS, and finished his WHL career with 23G-82A-105PTS in 
237 games...McNutt led all Pats defencemen in scoring with 53 points (13G-40A) in 65 games, and posted 18 points over his last 17 games 
(3G-14A)...McNutt also finished top-15 amongst all WHL defencemen in scoring.

Points for defenceman Reese Hamilton (7G-36A) in 67 games was a new career-high, passing his previous high of 31 points (8G-23A) in 
42 games in 2023-24...his +6 rating is second on the Pats roster behind Aiden Wagner who was a +8.

Today’s Matchup: The Regina Pats return to action tonight at the Brandt Centre, looking to even the series 2-2 after falling behind 2-1 in the series with a 8-2 loss to 
the Tigers on Tuesday...last night’s game marked the first home playoff game since April 8, 2023 (GM 6 vs. SAS in 5-3 W). 

Last Game: Medicine Hat 8, Regina 2...the Tigers took a 2-1 lead in the series thanks to two goals from Andrew Basha and 25 saves from Jordan Switzer...the Pats 
got goals from Ruslan Karimov (PPG) and Liam Pue in his first WHL Playoffs game...the final shots were 39-28 for the Tigers...Regina finished 1-4 on their power play 
and 3-4 on their penalty kill.

Coming Up: The series shifts to Co-op Place on Saturday, April 4 for game five...if needed, game six will be at the Brandt Centre on Sunday, April 5...game seven will 
be in Medicine Hat on Tuesday, April 7.
