SCENE SETTER

Saturday’s 25th anniversary home opener brings a new wrinkle as the Giants welcome the Penticton Vees, who are playing in their very first
WHL season, after being awarded an expansion franchise and transitioning from the BCHL. For the Giants, their 25th banner season is a
chance to take a major step after three straight first-round playoff exits. It's also a chance for a (nearly) new coaching staff and GM to put their
stamp on the team. Head Coach Parker Burgess joins from the USHL — where he won a Clark Cup Championship with Muskegon; Assistant
Coach Wacey Rabbit joins from the Saskatoon Blades; and Assistant Coach Gaelan Patterson joins from the Nanaimo Clippers. Video and Skill
Development Coach Kayden Jarvis returns for his third season. Putting all the pieces together is new General Manager Hnat Domenichelli, who
won back-to-back Memorial Cups as a player in the 1990s with the Kamloops Blazers before a seven-year NHL career and 11-year pro career
in Switzerland. Domenichelli was most recently the GM of HC Lugano in the NLA in Switzerland from 2019-25. On the other side, the Vees are
a bit of an unknown after being awarded an expansion franchise and transitioning from the BCHL where they could recruit and didn’t have to
draft players. They’'ll be eager to make up for a 5-0 loss last night in Victoria in their very first WHL game.

LAST TIME OUT

The Giants of course haven't played since April, when they bowed out in five games to the Spokane Chiefs, who went all the way to the WHL
Championship Final. The G-Men went 34-26-0-8 in the 2024-25 regular season, a campaign where they went 21-10-3-0 at home and finished in
6th place in the West. While the Giants lost some veteran producers due to graduation, their forward group remains incredibly deep — led by
last year’s 40-goal man Cameron Schmidt, fifth-year forward Ty Halaburda, returning Czech forward Adam Titlbach and new Slovak addition
Tobias Tomik. Expect big steps to be taken by Aaron Obobaifo, Tyus Sparks, Brett Olson and Jakob Oreskovic. And don’t forget about
16-year-old rookie Blake Chorney, one of the best players, regardless of age, at training camp. The Giants blueline will be led by one of the
best in the league in Ryan Lin, who is primed for a huge NHL draft season, and in goal Burke Hood should also be amongst the WHL'’s best.

NEW BRASS

Leading the Giants this season behind the bench will be an almost entirely new staff: Head Coach Parker Burgess joins from the USHL — where
he won a Clark Cup Championship with Muskegon; Assistant Coach Wacey Rabbit joins from the Saskatoon Blades; and Assistant Coach
Gaelan Patterson joins from the Nanaimo Clippers. Video and Skill Development Coach Kayden Jarvis returns for his third season. Putting all
the pieces together is new General Manager Hnat Domenichelli, who won back-to-back Memorial Cups as a player in the 1990s with the
Kamloops Blazers before a seven-year NHL career and 11-year pro career in Switzerland. Domenichelli was most recently the GM of the
professional team in Lugano in the NLA from 2019-25.

AWAY AT NHL MAIN CAMPS

Six Giants eligible to play for the club in the 2025-26 season were invited to NHL rookie camps: Colton Alain (Calgary), Burke Hood (New
York Islanders), Aaron Obobaifo (VAN), Jakob Oreskovic (VAN), Cameron Schmidt (Dallas) and Tyler Thorpe (Montreal). Only two of those
six got the extended call to main camp and are unable to play this evening: Hood and Schmidt. Both those players were drafted this past
summer, Schmidt in the third round, 94th overall, to the Stars, and Hood in the sixth round, 170th overall, to the Islanders.

DRAFT SZN

It's gonna be a massive year for Richmond native Ryan Lin, who has a ton of hype surrounding him as one of the top defencemen available for
the 2026 NHL Draft. He and exceptional status defenceman Landon Dupont (eligible in 2027) broke a 35-year old record last season for points
by a 16-year-old rookie defenceman, with them each eclipsing 50. It's also the first year of NHL Draft eligibility for Tobias Tomik (who some
have in the first round in their preseason rankings), Tyus Sparks, Brett Olson, goaltender Owen Lunneborg and rookie forward Luca Pura.

PRESEASON WRAP

The Giants went a perfect 4-0 in the 2025 preseason. Their first two games were on the road: they beat Kamloops on Sept. 3 by a 3-1 score
and they beat Penticton on Sept. 4 by a 4-3 score. Following that, the Giants beat Victoria twice at ‘home’: 7-4 in Ladner on Sept. 9 and 3-2 in
OT in Port Coquitlam on Sept. 10 . Notable preseason performances included Tyus Sparks, who exploded for seven goals and nine points in
three games, and Tobias Tomik, who had a hat-trick against Penticton on Sept. 4.
