NOTEWORTHY 
CALL FOR CANADA 
Giants forward Blake Chorney was one of 19 WHL players invited to participate in the 2025 U17 World Challenge in Nova Scotia with Hockey 
Canada, which takes place Nov. 2-8. The left-shot centre will suit up for Canada Red, as Canada sends 44 players in total split into two teams.  
The 16-year-old has been one of the Giants best players early on in his rookie season, chipping in three goals and five points in nine games. All 
three goals have come in the last five games, including his first career goal in his home province against Moose Jaw on Oct. 4. 

LIN LEADING THE WAY 
Draft-eligible defenceman Ryan Lin is having an incredible start to the year with 12 points (3G-9A) through the first nine games, leading all 
d-man in the WHL in scoring. The right-shot blueliner put up 53 points in 60 games last year, becoming the first WHL defenceman – along with 
Landon Dupont – to reach the 50-point milestone in his 16-year-old season since Scott Niedermayer in 1990. Lin was the first WHL player 
named to team CHL for November’s CHL USA Prospects Challenge. Lin was ranked 7th on TSN’s Pre-Season NHL Draft ranking, consisting of 
a survey of 10 NHL scouts. 

BURD-MAN BURYING THE BISCUIT 
Vancouver Giants 5th-year forward Ty Halaburda has scored seven goals already this season, which is T-4th in the entire WHL. Four of the 
seven have come on the power play. Halaburda now has 83 career goals, all with Vancouver, which ranks 9th in franchise history, three behind 
Craig Cunningham for 8th. 

SOLIDIFYING THE NET 
On Oct. 16, the Giants acquired 20-year-old netminder Kelton Pyne from the Regina Pats in exchange for a 6th-round pick in 2028. Pyne was 
the Pats Player of the Year last season, after he posted an .887 save percentage, 3.56 goals-against average and 13-22-4-3 record for a team 
that only won 16 games all season. He has played in 104 career WHL games. 

NEW BRASS 
Leading the Giants this season behind the bench will be an almost entirely new staff: Head Coach Parker Burgess joins from the USHL – 
where he won a Clark Cup Championship with Muskegon; Assistant Coach Wacey Rabbit joins from the Saskatoon Blades; and Assistant 
Coach Gaelan Patterson joins from the Nanaimo Clippers. Video and Skill Development Coach Kayden Jarvis returns for his third season. 
Putting all the pieces together is new General Manager Hnat Domenichelli, who won back-to-back Memorial Cups as a player in the 1990s 
with the Kamloops Blazers before a seven-year NHL career and 11-year pro career in Switzerland. Domenichelli was most recently the GM of 
the professional team in Lugano in the NLA from 2019-25. 

CALL TO NHL ROOKIE CAMPS 
Six Giants eligible to play for the club in the 2025-26 season were invited to NHL rookie camps: Colton Alain (Calgary), Burke Hood (New 
York Islanders), Aaron Obobaifo (VAN), Jakob Oreskovic (VAN), Cameron Schmidt (Dallas) and Tyler Thorpe (Montreal). Only two of those 
six got the extended call to main camp and missed opening weekend: Hood and Schmidt. 

DRAFT SZN 
It’s going to be a massive year for Richmond native Ryan Lin, who has a lot of hype surrounding him as one of the top defencemen available 
for the 2026 NHL Draft. He and exceptional status defenceman Landon Dupont (eligible in 2027) broke a 35-year old record last season for 
points by a 16-year-old rookie defenceman, with them each eclipsing 50. It’s also the first year of NHL Draft eligibility for Tobias Tomik, Tyus 
Sparks, Brett Olson, goaltender Owen Lunneborg and rookies Luca Pura and Braydon Riggall. 

PRESEASON WRAP 
The Giants went a perfect 4-0 in the 2025 preseason. Their first two games were on the road: they beat Kamloops on Sept. 3 by a 3-1 score 
and they beat Penticton on Sept. 4 by a 4-3 score. Following that, the Giants beat Victoria twice at ‘home’: 7-4 in Ladner on Sept. 9 and 3-2 in 
OT in Port Coquitlam on Sept. 10 . Notable preseason performances included Tyus Sparks, who exploded for seven goals and nine points in 
three games, and Tobias Tomik, who had a hat-trick against Penticton on Sept. 4.

IN A NUTSHELL: 
The Wild look to flip Sunday’s home victory into a winning streak with tonight’s visit to Vancouver. 
 

THE SCENE-SETTER: 
After six losses to open the season, the dam finally broke for Wenatchee on Sunday, rattling off three power play goals en route to a 7-3 victory 
over a Seattle Thunderbirds team trying to get back to .500 for the year. Mason Kraft found Sam Elliott for a tap-in at the goal line halfway through 
the first period, but a shorthanded goal from Brock England with 7:33 left in the period tied the game. Dawson Seitz ripped a power play shot to the 
top of the net with 4:50 left, followed by Luka Shcherbyna’s runner with 35.6 seconds on the clock, sending the Wild to the dressing room up 3-1. 
Kraft scored less than two minutes into the second, and Zane Saab skittered one through with under nine minutes left, putting Wenatchee up 5-1 
after two. Back-to-back one-timers from Matej Pekar and Colton Gerrior 16 seconds apart in the third cut the Seattle deficit to 5-3, but Elliott faced 
up and fired for a second goal with 5:40 remaining, and Maddix McCagherty heaved one into the empty net from the Wenatchee zone with less 
than two minutes to go, sealing the win. Tobias Tvrznik turned away 33 Thunderbird shots for his first WHL win, while Elliott posted two goals and 
two assists. Kraft also notched two assists, and Josh Toll wrapped up the game with four helpers, as the Wild went 3-for-7 on the power play. 
 

KNOW YOUR FOE: 
Vancouver enjoyed a successful end to their East Division swing on Saturday at the Regina Pats, earning a 4-1 victory and holding their hosts to just 
12 shots on goal. Cohen Klassen put the Pats in front first, just 54 seconds into the game – Cameron Schmidt’s response came with 1:18 to go in the 
period, and Tobias Tomik’s goal at 7:11 of the second period put the Giants ahead to stay. Blake Chorney and Ty Halaburda added some cushion for 
Vancouver in the third. Tomik and Chorney each had an assist in the game to go with their goals. This game marks the first home game for the 
Giants since September 26, after seven consecutive road games – that long road trip was a costly one for the penalty kill, which comes into the 
weekend under 60 percent for the year, but it was a scoring boon for Ryan Lin, who leads all WHL defensemen in scoring with 12 points. 
 

QUINNIPAC COMMITMENT: 
Forward Caelan Joudrey became the latest Wenatchee player to announce an NCAA Division I commitment this past week, announcing his intention 
to head to Quinnipiac University following his WHL career. Joudrey will join a Bobcats team that has been an ECAC juggernaut, winning nine of the 
league’s last 13 regular-season titles and qualifying for the NCAA tournament 10 times since 2013. He becomes the fifth Wild player to announce a 
commitment while with the club – all other NCAA-committed players announced their intentions prior to joining the team.  
 

ONE SPECIAL NIGHT: 
Wenatchee’s penalty kill went into last Sunday’s game with the fifth-best mark out of the WHL’s 23 teams, and only improved on that percentage 
with a 4-for-4 game against Seattle. Competing with some especially stingy defenses, Wenatchee’s penalty kill actually fell to sixth in the league, 
but has wiped out the last 11 power plays against them. As for Wenatchee’s power play unit, a 1-for-26 stretch gave way to a six-and-a-half-
percentage-point improvement thanks to their three power play tallies in their most recent game.  
 

FOR WHOM THE BELL TOLLS: 
Sunday’s four-assist game was a career night for defenseman Josh Toll – not only was it Wenatchee’s first four-assist game since Reid Andresen 
accomplished the feat on February 23, but it was Toll’s first four-assist game since hammering out six in Rosemount High School’s 11-3 win over 
Apple Valley/Burnsville on January 16. That game was the only four-assist performance in his 81-game Minnesota high school career. 
 

SAM SAYS ‘ELLO TO THE WHL: 
Sam Elliott achieved his first multi-goal and multi-point WHL game on Sunday, but not the first of either in his junior career – he hammered out a 
two-goal, four-point game on February 2, scoring on back-to-back shifts to help his Surrey Eagles to a BCHL win over the Powell River Kings, 8-1.

THIRD TIME’S THE CHARM: 
The Wild organization has its eye on a return to the Western Hockey League playoffs in the Wenatchee Valley’s third WHL season, after 
a near miss a year ago. Wenatchee closed out 2024-25 with a 23-36-8-1 record, taking ninth in the 11-team Western Conference, and 
did so following a second half with razor-thin margins – in their last 30 games, the Wild dropped 14 games by only a one- or two-goal 
margin, and went to overtime in five of six games at the middle of February. The team that caught them did so after catching fire in 
their second half – Seattle claimed the final playoff spot with 18 wins after January 10, including wins in six of their last eight games. 
 

LET’S GO CAMPING: 
One current Wenatchee player and a player who started 2024-25 with the Wild were selected to attend National Hockey League training 
camps during this year’s NHL preseason – Blake Vanek earned a spot on the Ottawa Senators’ training camp roster after taking part 
in the Sens’ rookie camp, while Kenta Isogai started the 2024-25 campaign with the Wild and landed a spot on the Los Angeles Kings’ 
rookie camp roster and training camp roster after being picked up by the AHL’s Ontario Reign – the Kings’ AHL affiliate – late in the 
summer.  
 

DRAFT DAY: 
The Wild landed on the National Hockey League draft board twice in late June, with one incoming Wenatchee player selected alongside 
an outgoing standout. Forward Blake Vanek was taken by the Ottawa Senators in the third round, at 93rd overall, after a memorable 
Minnesota high school season with the state runner-up Stillwater Ponies. Meanwhile, UConn commit Brendan Dunphy was picked in 
the seventh round at 207th overall by the Florida Panthers. The draft marked the first time since Zach Benson’s first-round selection 
in 2023 that a player with Wenatchee ties had been selected in the NHL Draft. 
 

TWO OF A KIND: 
Two team award winners remain with the Wild for the 2025-26 season after starring for the club a year ago. Shaun Rios was selected 
as Wenatchee’s Rookie of the Year in his first season out of Shattuck-St. Mary’s prep school in Minnesota, racking up 21 goals and 26 
assists in 42 games for the Wild, while Luka Shcherbyna won a public fan vote to earn Fan Favorite, behind 49 points of his own. 

 
THE 700 CLUB: 

Head coach Don Nachbaur finds himself within reach of Western Hockey League history in 2025-26, with the possibility of resetting 
the WHL record for most wins by a head coach. He comes into his second year with the Wild as one of three coaches in WHL history 
with 700 wins, reaching that milestone on November 20, 2024 against the Kelowna Rockets. Topping the WHL’s all-time wins list is Don 
Hay, who won 750 games for Kamloops, Tri-City and Vancouver over 19 years, and is serving as associate coach of the Kelowna Rockets 
this season. Just behind Hay at 742 career wins is Ken Hodge, who spent 20 years as a WHL head coach with the original Edmonton Oil 
Kings and the Portland Winterhawks. Nachbaur is in his 21st season as a WHL head coach, with all of the previous 20 seasons spent 
with teams in Washington state. He is also rapidly approaching Ken Hodge’s WHL record of 1,411 games coached – that record is on 
pace to be broken October 25 against the Tri-City Americans, whom Nachbaur coached from 2003 to 2009. 
 

THE NEW KID(S) IN TOWN: 
Last year’s extension of NCAA eligibility to Canadian Hockey League players immediately made the WHL the destination of choice for 
players from the western half of the United States, and the Wild took great advantage of that new talent pool – of the 25 players on the 
team’s opening-day roster, 15 were brand-new to the WHL. Six of those players are from Minnesota alone, and four players from that 
group played in the Class AA state final in front of 20,491 fans. Two – Brandon Mickelson and Mason Kraft – played for the state 
champion Moorhead Spuds, while two others – Blake Vanek and Cal Conway – suited up for the runner-up Stillwater Ponies. In all, the 
Wild have 11 players on the roster from the United States. 
 

MILESTONE WATCH: 
With this year’s influx of new talent, only seven returning players had at least one WHL goal under their belts going into the year, and 
neither goaltender on the Wild roster had previously appeared in a WHL game. Luka Shcherbyna’s 79 career points tops the current 
Wild career list, though three other players (Maddix McCagherty, Shaun Rios, Dawson Seitz) also have an inside track to reach the 
century mark this year. Seitz is the only player on the Wenatchee roster to have already played in 200 career games, though Josh 
Fluker would get there himself should he appear in 53 contests this year.  
 

WENATCHEE'S ELEVEN: 
11 players with ties to the Wild and ICE organizations began the 2025-26 season on National Hockey League rosters, headlined by Sam 
Reinhart, who led the Florida Panthers to their second straight Stanley Cup last season. All three first-rounders who joined the Wild 
upon the club’s relocation to Wenatchee – Zach Benson, Conor Geekie and Matt Savoie – also started the season on an NHL roster, 
as did former Wild Junior “A” standouts Nic Dowd, Harrison Scott and Devin Cooley. 
 

SEVENTEEN AGAIN: 
The Wild will be represented in in-season international competition when Boston Tait heads to the World Under-17 Hockey Challenge, 
scheduled for November 2-8 in Truro, Nova Scotia. Tait is in his first full WHL season, after playing six games last season and earning 
a pair of assists as a Wild affiliate player, and was one of 80 players named to Canada’s U17 Program of Excellence camp in July. 

DON NACHBAUR 
HEAD COACH 

 The Wenatchee Wild 
are excited to welcome 
Don Nachbaur back to the 
Wild family for his second 
season as the team’s head 
coach in 2025-26. He came 

to Wenatchee after serving the previous three 
seasons as an American Hockey League 
assistant coach in the Calgary Flames 
organization for the Calgary Wranglers & 
Stockton Heat. 
  
 A native of Kitimat, British Columbia, 
Nachbaur has built an extensive and decorated 
coaching resume following a 15-year 
professional playing career. Prior to moving 
into the pro ranks, he played two seasons in 
the WHL with the Billings Bighorns, scoring 67 
goals and 146 points from 1977 to 1979. He still 
shares the WHL record with a five-goal playoff 
game in 1978. Nachbaur was selected by the 
Hartford Whalers in the third round of the 1979 
National Hockey League draft and played in 
nearly 900 professional contests, including 
223 NHL games for the Whalers, Edmonton 
Oilers and Philadelphia Flyers. He also claimed 
an AHL Calder Cup in 1988 as a member of the 
Hershey Bears. 
  
 During a 31-year coaching career, Nachbaur 
has guided teams at the highest levels of the 
sport, including eight seasons as an assistant 
in the NHL and AHL, and two years as a head 
coach in Europe. He is also a proven winner as 
a Western Hockey League head coach and is 
especially familiar with the league’s U.S. 
Division, with 20 seasons of experience as a 
bench boss with the Seattle Thunderbirds, Tri-
City Americans and Spokane Chiefs in addition 
to the Wild. The third-winningest head coach in 
WHL history, Nachbaur earned his 700th WHL 
victory November 20, 2024 at the Kelowna 
Rockets, and has earned three Dunc McCallum 
Memorial Trophies as the WHL’s Coach of the 
Year – he is the only coach in Canadian Hockey 
League history to earn his league’s Coach of 
the Year honors for three different CHL teams. 
He has also enjoyed international success 
behind the bench, serving as an assistant 
coach for Canada at the 2012 World Junior 
Championships, and winning gold as an 
assistant coach for the Canadian under-18 
team at the 1999 Nations Cup and 2011 Ivan 
Hlinka Memorial Tournament. 
  
 Nachbaur has family ties to the city of 
Wenatchee and the Wild organization, with son 
Daniel playing for the Wild in the British 
Columbia Hockey League in 2015-16 before 
embarking on a four-year NCAA playing career 
at UMass-Boston. Don and his wife Kim have 
two adult children, Sydney and Daniel.
