NOTEWORTHY
HALABURDA, SCHMIDT CLIMB ALL-TIME GOAL CHARTS

Vancouver Giants Captain Ty Halaburda scored his 92nd and 93rd career goals on Friday, Dec. 5 vs. Portland, moving into sole possession of
5th all-time in franchise history. The forward is 14 goals behind Mitch Bartley for 4th. He also sits 8th all-time in franchise games played with
274. Cameron Schmidt — despite having only played 154 career games — ranks T-7th all-time with 90 career goals, 3 back of Halaburda.

ADDITION UP THE MIDDLE

On Thursday, Dec. 4, the Giants acquired 17-year-old centre Colton Gerrior and a 2026 seventh-round pick from the Seattle Thunderbirds in
exchange for a 2026 fifth-round pick (originally Calgary’s) and a 2028 fourth-round pick. Gerrior played 51 games as a 16-year-old last season
in Seattle, registering 11 points (4G-7A). The 6-foot-3 forward has five points (2G-3A) through 20 games in 2025-26.

SCHMIDTY AMONG LEADERS

Giants forward Cameron Schmidt sits 4th in WHL scoring entering Sunday’s action with 43 points (18G-25A). On Nov. 28 at Penticton, he tied
the WHL record for fastest goal to start a game, when he scored five seconds in. On Nov. 15 vs. EDM, Schmidt recorded his 50th multi-point
game. The Dallas Stars third-round pick has 90 career goals already in 154 career WHL games.

LIN TURNING HEADS

Draft-eligible defenceman Ryan Lin is having an incredible start to the year with 34 points (6G-28A) through the first 31 games, currently 3rd
amongst all d-man in the WHL in scoring. He recently competed in the CHL USA Prospects Challenge. The right-shot blueliner put up 53 points
in 60 games last year, becoming the first WHL defenceman — along with Landon Dupont — to reach the 50-point milestone in his 16-year-old
season since Scott Niedermayer in 1990. Lin was ranked 7th on TSN’s Pre-Season NHL Draft ranking, consisting of a survey of 10 NHL
scouts. Scott Wheeler from The Athletic ranked Lin 4th on his top-64 NHL Draft Ranking for November.

GOLD WITH CANADA

Giants forward Blake Chorney won a Gold Medal representing Canada at the 2025 U17 World Challenge in Nova Scotia, helping Canada Red
defeat Canada White in the final 6-3. The left-shot centre recorded 3G-3A-6P in 5 GP.

LEADERSHIP GROUP LED BY HALABURDA

Vancouver Giants 5th-year forward Ty Halaburda was named the 23rd captain in franchise history on Nov. 5. Ryan Lin and Jakob Oreskovic
will serve as full-time alternate captains. A third alternate will rotate between Marek Howell, Ethan Mittelsteadt & Cameron Schmidt.

5 G-MEN ON NHL CENTRAL SCOUTING PRELIM LIST

5 Giants were listed by NHL Central Scouting on their preliminary players to watch list for the 2026 NHL Draft that was released on Oct. 20:
defenceman Ryan Lin (A rating), forward Tyus Sparks (C Rating), forward Tobias Tomik (C Rating), forward Aaron Obobaifo (W rating) and
forward Brett Olson (W rating).

HOOD HONOURED AS GOALIE OF WEEK

Giants goaltender Burke Hood was named the WHL Goaltender of the Week on Monday, Oct. 20, after he went 2-0-0-0 with a 1.50 G.A.A and
.955 SV%, stopping 64 of 67 shots thrown his way in the two wins. The 18-year-old New York Islanders draft pick was named the second star of
the night in a 5-2 Giants win over Wenatchee on Friday and the first star after he made 29 saves on 30 shots in a 3-1 win over Medicine Hat.

SOLIDIFYING THE NET

On Oct. 16, the Giants acquired 20-year-old netminder Kelton Pyne from the Regina Pats in exchange for a 6th-round pick in 2028. Pyne was
the Pats Player of the Year last season, after he posted an .887 save percentage, 3.56 goals-against average and 13-22-4-3 record for a team
that only won 16 games all season. He was lights out in his first ever start for the Giants on Oct. 18, stopping 40 of 43 shots in a 4-3 SO loss to
the Penticton Vees. He has played in 105 career WHL games.

NEW BRASS

Leading the Giants this season behind the bench will be an almost entirely new staff: Head Coach Parker Burgess joins from the USHL —
where he won a Clark Cup Championship with Muskegon; Assistant Coach Wacey Rabbit joins from the Saskatoon Blades; and Assistant
Coach Gaelan Patterson joins from the Nanaimo Clippers. Video and Skill Development Coach Kayden Jarvis returns for his third season.
Putting all the pieces together is new General Manager Hnat Domenichelli, who won back-to-back Memorial Cups as a player in the 1990s
with the Kamloops Blazers before a seven-year NHL career and 11-year pro career in Switzerland. Domenichelli was most recently the GM of
the professional team in Lugano in the NLA from 2019-25.

TONIGHT’S GAME... The Spokane Chiefs head north on Sunday afternoon for their first game
against the Giants this season.

LAST GAME... The Spokane Chiefs headed west for a 4th meeting this season against the
league-leading Everett Silvertips. The Chiefs entered the game winless against the Silvertips

so far this campaign but started the game off strong. Despite being outshot 23-7 and going on
the penalty kill four times in the opening frame, it was the Chiefs entering intermission with a
3-1lead. After forcing a turnover in the offensive zone, Gavin Burcar dished it across to Buckley
who put away his third of the season. Later at 10:10 it was Cohen Harris streaking down the

ice after receiving a long-range pass from Brody Gillespie. Harris’ five goals, 13 assists and 18
points so far this season are all career highs. Everett scored their lone goal of the opening
period on the power play at 16:12. Chase Harrington answered back to make it 3-1 following an
excellent forecheck and pass from Cohen Harris. Harrington’s 10th of the season came at 18:35
with Gillespie getting a second assist of the first period. The second period was back and forth
with Everett scoring at 1:23 and Brody Gillespie answering back moments later. Harris added an
assist and Everett would make a change at goaltender. Later in the period Vanhanen was the
recipient of a fortunate bounce and scored Everett’s third of the night at 11:06. Logan Wormald
was taken down and awarded a penalty shot near the end of the second, but it was saved by
Miller in relief of LeGall in net for Everett. The third period was a stalemate until the late stages
when Everett’s Liske found open space and found the top corner to tie the game at four. He
would follow that with another goal to take a 5-4 lead at 15:19. Spokane would pull Carter Esler
to gain an advantage with the empty net late in the period but an unlucky bounce off a stick
went straight to an Everett skater who fired it down into the goal. Chiefs face a season-high 61
shots and were unable to breakthrough the relief goaltender Miller, who entered the game early
in the second following Spokane’s fourth goal. Esler makes a career-high 55 saves as Spokane
goes 4/5 on the penalty kill. Cohen Harris and Brody Gillespie provided the offense, each
tallying three points with a goal and two assists.

WORLDWIDE SARKENOV... Spokane Chiefs 19-year-old import forward Assanali Sarkenov is
currently away with Team Kazakhstan at the Division |, Group A U20 World Championships

in Slovenia. Kazakhstan is currentlyh in third place and will compete for the bronze medal
Saturday against Austria. Sarkenov is wearing the “C” for Team Kazakhstan and leads the

team in scoring with five goals and three assists, and is the fourth-highest scoring skater in the
tournament. Sarkenov is playing alongside his younger brother, Alisher, who is in his rookie
season with the Prince Albert Raiders. Sarkenov is expected to return to Spokane for the Chiefs’
first game back after the holiday break on Saturday, December 27 against the Wenatchee Wild.

TOP SHELF PROSPECTS... Chiefs forwards Mathis Preston and Chase Harrington represented
Team CHL at the 2025 CHL USA Prospects Challenge in late November, which saw the top 2026
NHL Draft-eligible prospects from the WHL, OHL, and QMJHL face off against the U.S. National
Under-18 Team in a two-game series hosted by the Calgary Hitmen and Lethbridge Hurricanes.
This year’s CHL roster featured 10 players from the OHL, eight from the WHL, and four from the
QMJHL. Spokane was the only WHL club represented by two teammates. CHL and USA split the
two-game series, with USA claiming victory in the second game’s “super overtime” period to
win the Challenge. Preston posted three points with a goal and two assists.

CHIEFS TO WATCH... Four Spokane Chiefs are among 89 WHL-developed players that have
been named to NHL Central Scouting’s Preliminary Players to Watch List ahead of the 2026
NHL Draft. Forward Mathis Preston received an ‘A’ rating (potential first-round), forward Chase
Harrington received a ‘B’ rating (potential second- or third-round), and forward Brody Gillespie
received a ‘C’ rating (potential fourth- or fifth-round).

BIG TIME CHIEFS... Seven Chiefs have attended NHL training camps this fall, including F Berkly Catton (SEA), F Andrew Cristall (WSH), F
Owen Martin (WPG), D Nathan Mayes (TOR), D Will Mclsaac (STL), F Assanali Sarkenov (COL) and D Saige Weinstein (COL). Martin was
selected 92nd overall by his hometown Winnipeg Jets this summer. Catton was selected by the Kraken eighth-overall at the 2024 NHL Entry
Draft — the highest-selected Chief since Pat Falloon in 1991 (2nd overall - SJS). He signed a three-year entry-level contract with Seattle in
July 2024. Mclsaac was selected 145th overall by the Blues, while Mayes was selected by the Maple Leafs with the 225th pick in the 2024
NHL Entry Draft. Cristall was selected 40th overall by the Washington Capitals in 2023, while Weinstein signed a three-year entry-level
contract with the Avalanche in October of that year as an undrafted free agent.

GOLD MEDAL GILLESPIE... Chiefs forward Brody Gillespie was among six WHL skaters that won gold for the United States at the 2025
Hlinka Gretzky Cup this summer. The Americans’ 5-3 win over Sweden marked their first tournament championship since 2003 and second
win in tournament history. Meanwhile, Chiefs forward Mathis Preston and goaltender Carter Esler were two of another 11 WHLers who
clinched bronze as Canada shut out Finland 3-0 in the bronze-medal game. Preston ranked second in scoring for Canada and fifth among
all skaters with four goals and three assists in five outings, while Esler pitched a 14-save shutout in his one game. Gillespie and Preston are
both eligible for the 2026 NHL Entry Draft, while Esler isn’t eligible until 2027 due to his November birth date.

GERMAN GENTLEMEN... The Chiefs drafted a pair of Germans in this summer’s CHL Import Draft, goaltender Linus Vieillard 57th overall and
forward Elias Pul 118th overall. Vieillard, a 6-foot-1 goaltender, spent the 2024-25 season with Eisbaren Juniors Berlin U20 where he posted
a 2.16 GAA over 23 games, including five shutouts. Vieillard also represented his country in net at the 2025 IIHF World Junior Championship,
where he logged a 2.66 GAA and a .915 SV% in three games. Pul, a 5-foot-11 winger, spent the 2024-25 season with Blue Devils Weiden of
DEL2 and logged 16 points on nine goals and seven assists in 42 games. Pul played alongside Vieillard for Team Germany at the 2025 WJC.
Both Vieillard and Pul are 2006-born players and will be entering their 19-year-old seasons in 2025-26. They are the first Germans to join
the Chiefs since forward Yannick Proske in 2021-22. Pul scored on his Spokane debut in a 3-2 defeat at Medicine Hat on October 14, 2025.

BENCH BOSS BRAD... Spokane Chiefs head coach Brad Lauer will join Team Canada’s coaching staff for the 2026 IIHF World Junior
Championship in Minneapolis and St. Paul, Minnesota this December. Canada’s coaching staff for the tournament is led by London Knights
head coach Dale Hunter, who will be joined by associate coach Misha Donskov (London, ON), assistant coaches Lauer and Gardiner
MacDougall (Moncton / QMJHL), goaltending coach Dan De Palma (Kamloops / WHL) and video coach Ethan O’Rourke (Kingston / OHL).
In his first season with the Chiefs, Lauer led the team to the WHL Championship Series for the first time since 2008 and improved the team
to a 45-20-1-2 record from 30-32-5-1 the year before.
