SCENE SETTER

The Vancouver Giants host the Portland Winterhawks tonight in the fifth and final meeting of the season. The Giants played in Spokane last night and lost 6-1,
but the game was much closer than the score indicates. The Chiefs scored twice into the empty net to stretch a 3-1 lead to 5-1 and then added another for good
measure with 31 seconds left. Vancouver is 2-2-0 in their last four home games, but hasn't won on the road since mid-December. The Giants remain without their
two stars Ryan Lin (upper body) and forward Mathis Preston (lower body). The Winterhawks are in the middle of a tight race for the playoffs, currently holding
down the 7th seed in the West with 56 points. They lost last night in overtime to Seattle, who are now just three points behind them. In fact, only four points
separate the five teams from sixth place to 10th (Spokane, Portland, Tri-City, Victoria, Seattle). The Giants are 1-3-0 against Portland so far this season.

LAST TIME OUT

The Spokane Chiefs were perfect on the penalty kill in a 6-1 home win over the Vancouver Giants on Friday night at Numerica Veterans Arena. The game was
much closer than the final score suggested: the Giants cut a 3-0 second period deficit to 3-1 before Spokane added two empty net goals and then scored a sixth
with just 31 seconds left in regulation. Braydon Riggall scored the only goal for Vancouver — the first in his WHL career. Vancouver out-shot Spokane 25-22.

Preston, forward Joe Iginla and forward Brett Olson. Unfortunately Lin and Preston were unable to compete due to injury, but forward Tobias Tomik
was named as his replacement on Feb. 12, meaning three Giants represented in the game, which Team East won 5-4 in OT over Team West.

LIN TURNING HEADS

Defenceman Ryan Lin is having an incredible draft-eligible season with 50 points (11G-39A) in 42 GP. In November, Lin competed in the CHL USA
Prospects Challenge. The right-shot blueliner put up 53 points in 60 games last year, becoming the first WHL defenceman — along with Landon Dupont —
to reach the 50-point milestone in his 16-year-old season since Scott Niedermayer in 1990. Lin recorded his 100th career point in his 100th game,
becoming the quickest U18 WHL D-man to do so since S. Niedermayer as well.

ADDITION UP THE MIDDLE

On Thursday, Dec. 4, the Giants acquired 6-foot-3 17-year-old centre Colton Gerrior and a 2026 seventh-round pick from the Seattle Thunderbirds in
exchange for a 2026 fifth-round pick (originally Calgary’s) and a 2028 fourth-round pick. Gerrior scored his first goal as a Giant on Dec. 14 vs. SPO. He
played 51 games as a 16-year-old last season in Seattle, registering 11 points (4G-7A).

GOLD WITH CANADA
Giants forward Blake Chorney won a Gold Medal representing Canada at the 2025 U17 World Challenge in Nova Scotia, helping Canada Red defeat
Canada White in the final 6-3. The left-shot centre recorded 3G-3A-6P in 5 GP.

SOLIDIFYING THE NET

On Oct. 16, the Giants acquired 20-year-old netminder Kelton Pyne from the Regina Pats in exchange for a 6th-round pick in 2028. Pyne was the Pats
Player of the Year last season, after he posted an .887 save percentage, 3.56 goals-against average and 13-22-4-3 record for a team that only won 16
games all season.

Leading the Giants this season behind the bench will be an almost entirely new staff: Head Coach Parker Burgess joins from the USHL — where he
won a Clark Cup Championship with Muskegon; Assistant Coach Wacey Rabbit joins from the Saskatoon Blades; and Assistant Coach Gaelan
Patterson joins from the Nanaimo Clippers. Video and Skill Development Coach Kayden Jarvis returns for his third season. Putting all the pieces
together is new General Manager Hnat Domenichelli, who won back-to-back Memorial Cups as a player in the 1990s with the Kamloops Blazers before
a seven-year NHL career and 11-year pro career in Switzerland. Domenichelli was the GM of the professional team in Lugano in the NLA from 2019-25.

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PDX TO WJC...Winterhawks defenseman Max Psenicka and goaltender Ondrej Stébetdk were named to Czechia’s
roster for the 2026 World Junior Championship in Minnesota. Team Czechia battled though the group stage and
knockout round, and ended the tournament with a silver medal! To date, 41 Winterhawks have represented their
home country at the World Juniors, with 36 of them playing in the Top Division. That includes one (zech, Marek
Alscher, who took home bronze in 2024.

PORTLAND TO THE PROS...0n the brink of its 50th season, the Portland Winterhawks have again sent play-
ers up the ranks to begin their next steps towards the NHL. Three Winterhawks heard their name called in the 2025
NHL Entry Draft; Max Péenicka (Rd. 2 #46, Utah Mammoth), Ryan Miller (Rd. 5 #129, Pitishurgh Penguins), and Alex
Weiermair (Rd. 6 #186, Vegas Golden Knights). PSenicka, Miller, and Weiermair represented NHL draft picks No.
149,150, and 151 from the Portland Winterhawks. Another Portland star, Ondfej Stébetdk joined P3enitka ot Utah's
rookie training camp earlier this season.

Dating back to the first Winterhawk to ever be drafted, Jeff Bandura in 1977, Portland talent has filled the NHL Draft
classes. Between 1977 and 2025 there have only been four drafts where no Winterhawks were taken, and 30 of the
league’s 32 teams have drafted Hawks throughout their history. During the 2024-25 NHL season, 16 former Portland
players suited up for their clubs, with six of those participating in the Stanley Cup Playoffs. A member of the 2012-13
Winterhawk team, Seth Jones lifted Lord Stanley with the Florida Panthers, making him the 12th unique Hawk to
do so. On November 9th 2025, Nate Danielson made his NHL debut with the Detroit Red Wings, becoming the 137th
Hawk to make it fo the game's highest level.

3-for-3...During Portland’s three game win streak from Nov. 14-16, three different netminders backstopped the
Hawks to a win each night. Blake Clark led off with a 26-save opener against Wenatchee, Ondrej Stébetdk was mas-
terful in a shootout win over Everett, and Cruz Chase notched his first WHL victory over Wenatchee in the weekend
rubber match. The last time the Winterhawks won three consecutive days with a different goalie was between Dec.
8 and 14 of 2019 when Joel Hofer, Isaiah DiLaura, and Dante Giannuzzi each notched Ws. However, this most recent
batch of wins appears to be the first time in franchise history when three different goalies earned wins on consecutive
nights.

WHL CUP CHAMPS... Two Portland Winterhawks prospects, Crewe Schimnowski and Trevor Toyne won the
2025 WHL Cup in Red Deer, Alberta. The pair of 2010-born forwards represented Manitoba during the four day tour-
nament, and went undefeated during their run. Manitoba defeated British Columbia 6-1 in the championship game,
in which Schimnowski scored twice. Schimnowski finished the tournament with four goals and one assist, Toyne
recorded an assist in the first game of his week. Both players were drafted by the Winterhawks this past summer,

and participated in the team training camp earlier this season. Schimnowski and Toyne are playing this season with
the Winnipeg Bruins U18 AAA squad of the Manitoba AAA U18 Hockey League.

BROTHERLY LOVE...Brothers Sam and Finn Spehar both scored their first career WHL goals less than five
minutes apart in Portland's runaway win over Lethbridge on Oct. 10. Sam, the elder sibling, scored first to make the
game 8-4. Then Finn potted home the Winterhawks’ fourth goal of the period to make it 9-4 with under two minutes
to play in the game. The goal-fest marked the most goals the Winterhawks have scored in a game this season.
