Luke Wilfey and Jake Gustafson scored two late 
goals, but it was not enough to mount a comeback - Seattle would win 5-3. Next up for Portland, a Martin Luther King 
Jr. Monday matinee against the Spokane Chiefs at Veterans Memorial Coliseum.

CENTRAL SCOUTIING MID-TERM REPORT...NHL Central Scouting announced its North American Mid-
Term Rankings, naming five Winterhawks to the list of top players on the continent. Ondřej Štěbeták was named 
as the No. 22 goaltender in North America, joining the list of the 37 best netminders in the U.S. and Canada. Jake 
Gustafson (52), Jordan Duguay (73), Will McLaughlin (91) and Reed Brown (167) finished off the list of Winterhawk 
skaters. These five Portland stars joined 62 other active players in the WHL to make the list of the best 250 in North 
America. 

NIGHT OF FIRSTS...In Portland’s 5-0 win against Moose Jaw on Jan. 13, multiple firsts occured for the Winter-
hawks. Ben Miller tallied his first WHL goal in the first period. Niko Tsakumis notched his first point in a Winterhawks 
uniform with an assist on the Miller goal. Ondřej Štěbeták then recorded his first WHL shutout at the final horn, with 
a 26-save performance. 

50 GREATEST... In commemoration of our 50 seasons of Winterhawk Hawkey, the team continued unveiling its 
list of the Top Winterhawks of all time. The Winterhawks last named players in spots 30-21; in descending order the 
players are Nino Niederreiter, Seth Jones, Adin Hill, Troy Mick, Ryan Johansen, Brendan Leipsic, Jim Benning, Steve 
Konowalchuk, Brayden Coburn and Mac Carruth. This list includes Stanley Cup champions, future Olympians, veteran 
NHL executives, WHL champions, and Portland heroes. The Winterhawks will announce players #20-11 on Saturday, 
Feb. 7 against the Seattle Thunderbirds. 

YOUTH SCORING…The Winterhawks have found some recent goals from young talent across the roster. In 
the first game back from the Christmas break, Luke Wilfley tallied his first WHL goal. The next day, Jake Gustafson 
scored his 10th goal of the campaign. Wilfley then opened the scoring in a New Years Eve clash against Everett, 
helping the Hawks to a victory. Lastly in a 5-4 win over Vancouver on Jan. 3, Luke Christopherson notched his first 
goal (and point) in his WHL career. 

DEADLINE DEALINGS...The Winterhawks acquired defenseman Niko Tsakumis, a 2027 First-Round draft pick 
and a 2028 Fourth-Round draft pick from the Edmonton Oil Kings in exchange for blueliner Carter Sotheran. Portland 
then acquired a 2026 third-round draft pick and 2028 fourth-round draft pick (Moose Jaw) from the Red Deer Rebels 
in exchange for forward Tyson Yaremko. 

PDX TO WJC...Winterhawks defenseman Max Pšenička and goaltender Ondřej Štěbeták were named to Cze-
chia’s roster for the  2026 World Junior Championship in Minnesota. Team Czechia battled though the group stage 
and knockout round, and ended the tournament with a silver medal! To date, 41 Winterhawks have represented 
their home country at the World Juniors, with 36 of them playing in the Top Division. That includes one Czech, Marek 
Alscher, who took home bronze in 2024.  
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PORTLAND TO THE PROS...On the brink of its 50th season, the Portland Winterhawks have again sent play-
ers up the ranks to begin their next steps towards the NHL. Three Winterhawks heard their name called in the 2025 
NHL Entry Draft; Max Pšenička (Rd. 2 #46, Utah Mammoth), Ryan Miller (Rd. 5 #129, Pittsburgh Penguins), and Alex 
Weiermair (Rd. 6 #186, Vegas Golden Knights).  Pšenička, Miller, and Weiermair represented NHL draft picks No. 
149, 150, and 151 from the Portland Winterhawks. Another Portland star, Ondřej Štěbeták joined Pšenička at Utah’s 
rookie training camp earlier this season.

Dating back to the first Winterhawk to ever be drafted, Jeff Bandura in 1977, Portland talent has filled the NHL Draft 
classes. Between 1977 and 2025 there have only been four drafts where no Winterhawks were taken, and 30 of the 
league’s 32 teams have drafted Hawks throughout their history. During the 2024-25 NHL season, 16 former Portland 
players suited up for their clubs, with six of those participating in the Stanley Cup Playoffs. A member of the 2012-13 
Winterhawk team, Seth Jones lifted Lord Stanley with the Florida Panthers, making him the 12th unique Hawk to 
do so. On November 9th 2025, Nate Danielson made his NHL debut with the Detroit Red Wings, becoming the 137th 
Hawk to make it to the game’s highest level. 

3-for-3...During Portland’s three game win streak from Nov. 14-16, three different netminders backstopped the 
Hawks to a win each night. Blake Clark led off with a 26-save opener against Wenatchee, Ondřej Štěbeták was mas-
terful in a shootout win over Everett, and Cruz Chase notched his first WHL victory over Wenatchee in the weekend 
rubber match. The last time the Winterhawks won three consecutive days with a different goalie was between Dec. 
8 and 14 of 2019 when Joel Hofer, Isaiah DiLaura, and Dante Giannuzzi each notched Ws. However, this most recent 
batch of wins appears to be the first time in franchise history when three different goalies earned wins on consecutive 
nights. 

WHL CUP CHAMPS... Two Portland Winterhawks prospects, Crewe Schimnowski and Trevor Toyne won the 
2025 WHL Cup in Red Deer, Alberta. The pair of 2010-born forwards represented Manitoba during the four day tour-
nament, and went undefeated during their run. Manitoba defeated British Columbia 6-1 in the championship game, 
in which Schimnowski scored twice. Schimnowski finished the tournament with four goals and one assist, Toyne 
recorded an assist in the first game of his week. Both players were drafted by the Winterhawks this past summer, 
and participated in the team training camp earlier this season. Schimnowski and Toyne are playing this season with 
the Winnipeg Bruins U18 AAA squad of the Manitoba AAA U18 Hockey League. 

BROTHERLY LOVE...Brothers Sam and Finn Spehar both scored their first career WHL goals less than five 
minutes apart in Portland’s runaway win over Lethbridge on Oct. 10. Sam, the elder sibling, scored first to make the 
game 8-4. Then Finn potted home the Winterhawks’ fourth goal of the period to make it 9-4 with under two minutes 
to play in the game. The goal-fest marked the most goals the Winterhawks have scored in a game this season.

TONIGHT’S GAME... The Spokane Chiefs look to bounce back after their overtime loss to 
the Moose Jaw Warrios Saturday with a Monday matinee on the road against the Portland 
Winterhawks. When the divisional foes last faced each other, Spokane came away with a 
dominant 9-2 win on December 16. The Chiefs have since added Dominik Petr, Tyus Sparks and 
Marek Howell to their roster, while Assanali Sarkenov and Linus Vieillard have also returned.

LAST GAME... The Chiefs returned home to Numerica Veterans Arena on Saturday night for a 
rare matchup with the Moose Jaw Warriors. Spokane entered the game on the back of a 4-0 
shutout over Everett on Friday with Moose Jaw winning in overtime over Seattle. Spokane 
started the game strong, finding the net twice in the first period. Tristen Buckley scored his fifth 
of the season at 10:04. The rookie drove on to the puck in the slot and sent it home to open the 
scoring. Sam Oremba scored in a second straight game to make it 2-0 at 12:38. Brody Gillespie 
provided the assist, his 14th of the season. Moose Jaw would score their first at 13:20 through 
Schmidt from Williams and McKenzie. Spokane newcomer Marek Howell found the net for his 
first goal as a Chief at the 6:23 mark of the second to make it 3-1. The Warriors would score 
three straight goals in a 2:!5 space in the third period to take a 4-3 lead. The Chiefs tied it late 
with a power play goal from Rhett Sather at 18:55. Both teams earned a point with the game 
going to overtime, but it was the visitors finding the winner through Nagel 37 seconds into the 
extra frame. Spokane fired 45 shots, with nine players recording a point. Both teams were 1/2 
on the power play.

BEST IN THE WEST... Chiefs forward Chase Harrington was named to Team West for the 
innaugural WHL Prospects Game presented by Showpass. Scheduled for Wednesday, February 
18, the 2026 WHL Prospects Game will pit the most highly touted, NHL Draft-eligible prospects 
from the WHL’s Eastern Conference against those from the WHL’s Western Conference in a 
one-game battle for WHL supremacy in front of hundreds of NHL scouts and thousands of WHL 
fans. The showcase is the first all-WHL event of its kind since January 19, 2000, when Kelowna 
hosted the 2000 WHL All-Star Game. Harrington also represented Team CHL at the 2025 
CHL USA Prospects Challenge in late November, which saw the top 2026 NHL Draft-eligible 
prospects from the WHL, OHL, and QMJHL face o! against the U.S. National Under-18 Team in 
a two-game series hosted by the Calgary Hitmen and Lethbridge Hurricanes. This year’s CHL 
roster featured 10 players from the OHL, eight from the WHL, and four from the QMJHL.

A GIANT SWAP... The Spokane Chiefs have acquired defenseman Marek Howell (2006) and 
forward Tyus Sparks (2008), as well as a first-round pick in the 2026 WHL Prospects Draft, 
from the Vancouver Giants in exchange for forward Mathis Preston (2008) and a conditional 
second-round pick in 2029. With the acquisition, Spokane now holds two first-round picks in 
this year’s draft.

WORLDWIDE SARKENOV... Spokane Chiefs 19-year-old import forward Assanali Sarkenov and 
Team Kazakhstan won silver this month at the Division I, Group A U20 World Championships 
in Slovenia. Kazakhstan finished with nine points in the tournament. Sarkenov wore the “C” for 
Team Kazakhstan and finished the tournament with five goals and three assists in four games 
- 12th in tournament scoring. Sarkenov played alongside his younger brother, Alisher, who is 
in his rookie season with the Prince Albert Raiders. Sarkenov is expected to return to Spokane 
for the Chiefs’ first game back after the holiday break on Saturday, December 27 against the 
Wenatchee Wild.

THE GERMAN GENTLEMAN... Spokane Chiefs’ German goaltender Linus Vieillard represented his home country at the 2026 IIHF World 
Junior Championship. Vieillard, originally selected 57th overall by Spokane in this year’s CHL Import Draft, played for Team Germany in 
his second-straight WJC after posting a 2.66 GAA and a .915 SV% over three games in last year’s tournament. So far this season, the Berlin 
native has a 2.97 GAA and a .895 SV% in his 20 appearances (10-7-0-0).

CHIEFS TO WATCH... Three Spokane Chiefs are among 89 WHL-developed players that have been named to NHL Central Scouting’s 
Preliminary Players to Watch List ahead of the 2026 NHL Draft. Forward Mathis Preston received an ‘A’ rating (potential first-round), forward 
Chase Harrington received a ‘B’ rating (potential second- or third-round), and forward Brody Gillespie received a ‘C’ rating (potential fourth- 
or fifth-round).

BIG TIME CHIEFS... Seven Chiefs attended NHL training camps this fall, including F Berkly Catton (SEA), F Andrew Cristall (WSH), F Owen 
Martin (WPG), D Nathan Mayes (TOR), D Will McIsaac (STL), F Assanali Sarkenov (COL) and D Saige Weinstein (COL). Martin was selected 
92nd overall by his hometown Winnipeg Jets this summer. Catton was selected by the Kraken eighth-overall at the 2024 NHL Entry Draft 
— the highest-selected Chief since Pat Falloon in 1991 (2nd overall – SJS). He signed a three-year entry-level contract with Seattle in July 
2024. McIsaac was selected 145th overall by the Blues, while Mayes was selected by the Maple Leafs with the 225th pick in the 2024 NHL 
Entry Draft. Cristall was selected 40th overall by the Washington Capitals in 2023, while Weinstein signed a three-year entry-level contract 
with the Avalanche in October of that year as an undrafted free agent.

GOLD MEDAL GILLESPIE... Chiefs forward Brody Gillespie was among six WHL skaters that won gold for the United States at the 2025 
Hlinka Gretzky Cup this summer. The Americans’ 5-3 win over Sweden marked their first tournament championship since 2003 and second 
win in tournament history. Meanwhile, Chiefs forward Mathis Preston and goaltender Carter Esler were two of 11 WHLers who clinched 
bronze as Canada shut out Finland 3-0 in the bronze-medal game. Preston ranked second in scoring for Canada and fifth among all skaters 
with four goals and three assists in five outings, while Esler pitched a 14-save shutout in his one game. 

BENCH BOSS BRAD... Spokane Chiefs head coach Brad Lauer will join Team Canada’s coaching sta! for the 2026 IIHF World Junior 
Championship in Minneapolis and St. Paul, Minnesota this December. Canada’s coaching sta! for the tournament is led by London Knights 
head coach Dale Hunter, who will be joined by associate coach Misha Donskov (London, ON), assistant coaches Lauer and Gardiner 
MacDougall (Moncton / QMJHL), goaltending coach Dan De Palma (Kamloops / WHL) and video coach Ethan O’Rourke (Kingston / OHL). 
In his first season with the Chiefs, Lauer led the team to the WHL Championship Series for the first time since 2008 and improved the team 
to a 45-20-1-2 record from 30-32-5-1 the year before.
